	Hypothesis:
	 
This proposed summer project will develop a resource guide of available clinical and public health data registries that faculty and nutrition graduate students can use for research projects.  The Department of Clinical and Preventive Nutrition Sciences MSCN and DCN programs include required research coursework and a thesis (MSCN students) or a pilot and practice-based research study (DCN students).  Research projects are aligned with faculty research interests or existing studies, so mentoring students is feasible and contributes to faculty scholarly productivity.  With between 15 – 20 new research students annually, we realize the potential benefit of using national or regional clinical data registries that are free or have low-cost use fees to support faculty scholarship and student research.  A data registry resource guide targeted to diet, and nutrition-related research topics would assist our future research endeavors.

	This project will develop a resource guide on existing national and regional clinical and public health data registries to build research projects for students and faculty in the Department of Clinical and Preventive Nutrition Sciences.  The project will involve conducting literature and internet searches for available and accessible clinical data registries in diet and nutrition research topics (i.e., clinical databases with diet and or nutrition variables).  Once registries are identified, a resource guide will be developed that includes the data registries’ foci, how to access them, permissions required, cost, variables, and any additional information necessary to use the repository.  This project will be valuable for faculty and students conducting nutrition research within our department.  We will also share it with SHP as there may be other faculty interested in the information. 

	Specific Student Responsibilities: 


	1. Meet with a medical librarian and RBHS research faculty to help focus search and explore data registry availability and resources through Rutgers. (Target June 20)

2. Conduct a literature and internet search for available registries in topic areas related to clinical nutrition or public health (i.e., The Academy of Nutrition and Dietetics ANDII database, NHANES, clinicaltrials.gov, disease-specific databases, etc.). (Target July 9)

3. Compile a list of registries and construct a resource guide with key information for the use of each data registry. (Target July 30)

4. Distribute the resource guide for faculty within the Department of Clinical and Preventive Nutrition Sciences either as a written or online (i.e., Canvas) resource.  (Target August 30)

5. Schedule biweekly meetings with the faculty mentor. (ongoing)
